Project Abstract

<GROUP REQUESTING FUNDS> is seeking a grant to purchase a SpeechCoach device for our speech therapy department to aide <CHILD’S NAME/OUR STUDENTS> that stutter. Johnny can sometimes barely make it through one sentence without giving up and simply stopping speaking altogether. His teachers have noted an extreme lack of class participation and his grades have suffered. We all agree this is directly related to his stuttering. Given the opportunity to use SpeechCoach on a daily basis at school would be a wonderful change it this young man’s life. Being fluent and having the chance at normal speech would help him in the classroom and also build the self confidence that he sorely needs. 
Program Description

Janus Development Group, Inc. strongly believes that simply obtaining and wearing a device is not sufficient to achieve fluency. They believe the device works best when paired with traditional speech therapy. It is our plan once we obtain the device to use it in conjunction with our standard weekly therapy sessions to maximize the potential of the device for <CHILD’S NAME/OUR STUDENTS>. 

SpeechCoach
SpeechCoach is a fluency-enhancing device for people who stutter. It is a device that is worn in or behind one of the client’s ears.  For years, it has been known that when people who stutter speak the same material in unison with another speaker, they become more fluent. This is known as the ‘Choral Speech Effect’. By allowing the client to hear his or her own voice with a pitch shift and a slight time delay, SpeechEasy creates the illusion of another speaker speaking at the same time. This is achieved through a combination of Delayed Auditory Feedback (DAF) and Frequency Altered Feedback (FAF). Using DAF allows the client to hear his or her own voice with a slight delay, similar to an echo. FAF allows the client to hear his or her own voice with a shift in the pitch. The combination of DAF and FAF is referred to as Altered Auditory Feedback (AAF). The brain perceives this AAF as someone different speaking along with the person who stutters therefore creating the Choral Speech Effect. Currently there are over 8,000 clients using these devices in the United States. 

Goals and Objectives

The goal of obtaining this device for <CHILD’S NAME/OUR STUDENTS> is to provide an easy-to-use device that can assist them in speaking more fluently.
